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Introduction to @élaXii — a revolutionary socialist band

I, Steve Wallis, am a very good singer and had been planning to form a band for a long time. I want my band to be called @elaaxiian after the
extremely left-wing ending of the galaxy at the end of Isaac Asimov’s Foundation series (voted the most influential science fiction series ever). In
the colour version of this songbook, colour coding is used to indicate good, medium, evil and scary — see www.galaxiamusic.org/songbooks.html.

In that series of books, a mathematician called Hari Seldon comes up with a method of analysing the galaxy called “psychohistory”. Models of
the past and present state of the galaxy were used to predict the future and decide what needed to be done to achieve a desired outcome — applied
to a galactic revolution (taking rather longer than the one on the earth will take — 1000 years). Hari set up two conspiratorial organisations, which
infiltrated other organisations in society, at opposite ends of the galaxy. These were called “Foundations”, the First Foundation being fairly open
and the Second Foundation being an extremely secret one composed of people with the power to read emotions in people’s minds and nudge them
into making decisions that they would otherwise have been less inclined to make. The Second Foundation tried to ensure that the Seldon plan for
the revolution was adhered to and made minor corrections to take recent developments into account. They were frustrated by an individual evil
mutant called the Mule, who had far greater mind control powers than anybody else in the galaxy, but eventually defeated him.

However, if the Second Foundation had ultimately got its way, the galaxy would have ended up with a fascist regime in which the “master
race” consisted of those with mind reading/control powers. Fortunately, a Councillor in the First Foundation called Golan Trevize and his friend
Janov Pelorat discovered a planet called “Gaia” on which lived aliens with telepathic powers living in extreme harmony with nature in a very left-
wing society. They continued on their travels with a very attractive female Gaian called Bliss (who had a relationship with Janov) and discovered
that a telepathic humaniform robot (looking like a human but never ageing) called R. Daneel Olivaw had been controlling the entire galaxy for
thousands of years, and even manipulated Hari into inventing psychohistory. However, no good robot would decide the future of humanity!

Daneel therefore picked a human being who was so intelligent that he had never made a wrong decision in his life to make the decision; he
chose Golan — who was repelled by the Gaian society, due to the lack of individuality, but nevertheless chose that form of society (called “Galaxia”
when expanded to the galaxy) in preference to capitalism or fascism. In the final book in the series, he discovered the reason for the decision he had
already made — it was the only way that the human race could defend itself against invasion by a more powerful alien race from a different galaxy.

The band @éalaaXxiian will probably start off as a duo consisting of the first serious love of my life, Rhiannon Williams, and myself — but we will
recruit other band members in Glasgow (where I am now living) later on. There are early versions of all three songs, recorded before the 2005 G8
summit that took place in Gleneagles, Scotland, available for free downloading at the @alaaxian website: www.galaxiamusic.org.

Galaxia will be organised differently from every other band in history, because no band member will receive more than an average
worker’s wage (as taken by all six Scottish Socialist Party members of the Scottish parliament). [1 won’t take any wage, because I’ll have a job
developing my Al/simulation languages SDML, ROOK and FOOD at the Artificial Intelligence Applications Institute in Edinburgh.] A
democratic non-profit making organisation called the Galaxia Foundation for the World Socialist Revolution will decide how to distribute any
other money we make.

Explanation for my changes to the lyrics of the Internationale

I originally removed the lines “For reason in revolt now thunders, and at last ends the age of cant”, because few people know what “cant”
means! However, substituting the word “can’t” makes a lot of sense: the time when the working class could not achieve its desires has come
to an end.

I have also changed the line asking people to abandon superstitions, due to it not being a good idea, because there is an element of truth in
many superstitions.

The most important change is at the end. The official ending is “The Internationale unites the human race”, but it is vital not to unite with
Tories and fascists, and we should unite with good animals and birds. People who have had a pet, particularly a dog or cat, realises that they
are intelligent — and [ have sometimes communicated with birds, particularly pigeons and seagulls! The animal rights song “Dominion”, on
Latin Quarter’s brilliant “Swimming Against the Stream” album explains that animals and birds “suffer man’s dominion”.

Since “class” does not rhyme with “face” and the Internationale is the international song of the working class, it seemed a good idea to sing
the final line in French! The official lyrics include that line twice, so if [ am at a socialist gathering, such as a Scottish Socialist Party
conference, at which it is traditional to chant the song at the end, I can chant it first in French and then in English. I have recently started
shouting out the last line in English when singing it, so that people who do not understand French well enough know what I am on about.

I originally guessed that “la classe travailleurs” would be the French for “the working class”, because “travail” means “work”. I later
discovered that “la classe ouvrieres” is the correct French term, but I prefer my translation! The correct French term sounds like “the class
of openers” since “ouvrier” means “to open”! Therefore, with a little poetic licence, I will stick with my original translation as nicer French!
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
